The men swam severd of the 2004 season top times at the Pac-10
meet, which include times from returning Sun Devil swimmers. Senior Emerson Ward swam a per-
sond-bestinthe 100 breagtstrokewith atimeof 54.58in the preiminariesof the Pac-10 Conferencemeet
to put himinto second onASU’sdl-timetop tenlist and swaminto aneighth-placefinish overal. Russdl
MacDonad (10th), Joey Clements (12th), Leonardo Martins (15th) and Pat Fleming (18th) aso saw
actioninthe 100 breeststroke event. David Kolozar siwvam into afourth-placefinish in the 200 butterfly,
while Steve McDondd (10th) and Brett Meconis (14th) had strong showings for ASU in that event.
Martins s2t acareer-best in the 200 breaststroke, to place 10th and record the third-fastest timein school
higtory while Clements placed 13th after setting alifetime-best in the morning prelimsto place himsdif
fourth on the dl-time ASU list.
