• ASU has scored in a NCAA record 465 consecutive games dating back to April 7, 1995. The old NCAA record was 349.
• ASU’s roster consists of 18 upper classmen (juniors and seniors) and 18 lower classmen (freshman and sophomores).
• ASU has outscored its opponent 350-115 this year with its biggest scoring inning coming with 59 runs in the fifth inning.
• The Devils have recorded 83 big innings (2 or more runs) this year, including 21 innings of five or more runs.

Consecutive Games Scoring Streak Reaches 465:
The Arizona State baseball program has now scored in an NCAA record 465
consecutive games dating back to the 1995 season. The Devils made history
on April 7, 2001 when they scored at least one run in their 350th consecutive
game. The Devils broke the 12-year-old NCAA record in a 5-1 loss to USC
exactly six years to the day when they were last shut out. ASU was shut out
9-0 in that game on April 7, 1995 at Dedeaux Field. The one run scored in the
3-1 loss to Stanford (4/12/02) marked only the 13th time during the streak
that ASU has scored only one run. Coastal Carolina previously held the NCAA
record at 349 games set from 1983-1989. ASU also had a stretch of 278
games without being shut out from 1990 to 1994, meaning the program has only been shutout in three games
dating back to the 1990 season. ASU is a combined 309-155-1 during the streak. Notable pitchers the Devils
have faced during the streak include Jeremy Guthrie (Stanford), Barry Zito (USC), Kirk Saarloos (CS Fuller-
ton), Jason Young (Stanford), Ben Diggins (Arizona), Adam Johnson (CS Fullerton), Ryan Drese (Cal), Jeff
Weaver (Fresno State), Chad Hutchinson (Stanford), Abe Alvarez and Adam Pettyjohn (Fresno State).

Sun Devils Remain No. 1 in National Polls:
Already past the midway point in the 2003 season with a blistering 30-2 record and winners of 21 of its last 22
games, the Arizona State Sun Devils remained No. 1 in the Collegiate Baseball and Sports Weekly/ESPN na-
tional polls this week.  ASU received 995 votes and 21 first-place votes in the poll to retain the No. 1 position in
the coaches poll after going 2-1 vs. Oklahoma. Baseball America and NCBWA rank ASU No. 3. ASU was last
ranked No. 1 heading into the 1993 College World Series. ASU has been ranked for 65 consecutive national polls
dating back to the start of the 2000 season. The Sun Devils entered the 2003 season ranked as high as No. 8 in the
nation by Baseball America in the preseason collegiate polls. Arizona State also earned a preseason No. 9 rank-
ing by Sports Weekly/ESPN, No .10 by NCBWA and No. 12 ranking by Collegiate Baseball. The No. 8 preseason
ranking is the highest by an ASU squad since opening the 2001 season as the consensus No. 6 team in the nation.

ASU Baseball Update:
The Sun Devils had their 19-game winning streak come to an end with a 6-5 loss to Oklahoma to start the three-
game series, but rebounded by winning the next two games by a combined score of 20-5... the Devils hit .340 in the
series with 13 doubles, including a series high seven in Saturday‚s 10-3 win... the pitchers combined for an impres-
sive 2.67 ERA in the three games and now have a combined staff ERA of 3.07 for the year... ASU is now 30-2 on the
year and has won 21 of the last 22 games... the Devils have a tough test ahead with the next eight games coming
against preseason ranked opponents... Wichita State comes to town for two midweek games, followed by three
games sets with Stanford (home) and USC (away) to begin the 2003 Pac-10 season... ASU is past the midway point
in the 2003 season after Saturday‚s 10-3 win over the Sooners... ASU has now scored in double digits in 19 games
overall and 12 of its last 14 games... with the four-run first inning vs. OU on Sunday, ASU has now scored in the
first inning in 17 games... sophomore shortstop Dustin Pedroia started all three games to increase his Iron Man
streak to 90 games (every game of his ASU career)... Pedroia did not practice all week with a bruised foot, but still
recorded four hits in the series to maintain the team lead with a .430 batting average...three of his four hits were
doubles to give him 21 on the year, pulling to within nine of the school record set in 1978 by Chris Bando.
