The Huskies lead this series 48-24 dating
back to 1993. ASU has won the last six
match ups which were all in Seattle. The last
time the Sun Devils got a win off Wash-
ington at home was May 13, 2010. Under
Clint Myers, ASU is 14-8 overall and 5-4 at
Farrington Stadium.

Breaking Into Single Season Records
Cheyenne Coyle and Amber Freeman have
led ASU offensively throughout the season.
Both rank in ASU’s single season records
for home runs, Coyle (14 homers, 15th),
Freeman (13 homers, 17th). Freeman leads
in RBI, 49, 20th; Coyle 46, 24th. Elizabeth
Caporuscio is has 11 doubles right now
and needs two more to tie for 14th with 13.

Career Records Update

For a team with a .352 batting average that
ranks third in the nation, its no wonder 21
spots in the ASU career record book are
sprinkled with current athletes. Sophomore
Amber Freeman jumped to 12th all-time in
homers with 26, leading six current athletes
on that list. Senior Sam Parlich is tops in
RBI, sitting at 115 for 11th.

The pitching staff is strong as well. Popes-
cue's 16-0 record has boosted her to 36
career wins and 13th on the all-time win list.

Escobedo has 774 career strikeouts,
her 213 this season ranks fifth nation-
ally.

Escobedo Improves Her Rankings
Dallas Escobedo is 20th in single-sea-
son records with 19 wins and is now
outright fourth all-time at ASU in career
wins with 80. She needs one more to
tie for third, 81, set by Lucy Casarez
from 1979-82.

Home Run Streak

ASU has homered in the last 12-con-
secutive games, dating back to March
15 against No. 15 Michigan. ASU

has 67 homers, to opponents 30 this
season - which ranks second nationally
with 1.68 averaged per game.

When ASU has one homer they are
10-3, two or more homers they're
21-0. That record holds strong when
opponents homer, one 4-1, two or
more opponent homers ASU is still an
impressive 9-2.

Freeman Goes Yard

Amber Freeman hit a pair of homers
against No. 14 Stanford in game two
of a doubleheader on April 7. It was the
second time in her career she has hit
two homers in a single game, the first
was against No. 23 Oregon State on
March 30, 2013. She also tied her ca-
reer high in single-game RBI with five.

Walking The Devils

No. 14 Stanford issued 10 walks in
game one of the doubleheader on April
7. It is the second time ASU has had
10 walks in a single game, the first on
Feb. 23 against Portland State.

When ASU Scores First

Against Stanford ASU scored first in
each of the three games with a homer
in the top of the first inning.

On the year ASU is 33-2 when they
score first and 16-2 in the first inning.
One of those losses came to No. 14
Stanford on April 8, the other No. 15
Michigan on March 15.

Escobedo Still #Winning

Dallas Escobedo picked up a pair of
wins in the Pac-12 home opening se-
ries against No. 23 Oregon State. With
the win, she is tied for fourth all-time at

ASU with 79 career victories. She ties
Sun Devil Hall of Famer Erica Beach,
who played from 1999-2002.

Five Homer Game

It was the second time this season
the Sun Devils have hit five home runs
in a game. On March 30 against No.
23 Oregon State, ASU connected for
five, three coming in the bottom of the
fourth and two off the bat of Amber
Freeman - a career single-game high
for the sophomore catcher.

Coyle’s Second Grand Slam
Cheyenne Coyle roped a walk-off
grand slam against No. 23 Oregon
State on March 29 to push ASU past
the Beavers 5-1. It is her second grand
slam of the season (also Feb. 16 vs.
UIC) and the fourth of the year.

Walk Off Count

ASU has had three walk-off victories
this year. Coyle's walk-off grand slam
vs. No. 23 Oregon State, 5-1 on March
29; Jennifer Soria vs. Portland State,
4-3 on Feb. 24; Lucy Aubrecht vs.
Portland State, 6-5 in 12 innings on
Feb. 22.

Homers vs. Pac-12 & Opponents
ASU had eight home runs against
OSU, which had two. The Sun Devils
lead the Pac-12 in conference only
games with 11 home runs (opponents
6).

ASU is on a current nine-game homer
streak dating back to March 15 against
No. 15 Michigan at the Judi Garman
Classic. The team has homered in 31
of 37 games, 19 of those games have
had multiple long balls.

Selling Out

The March 29 game against OSU
was the largest crowd of the season
(2,142) and the first official sellout at
Farrington Stadium in 2013.

TV Games Updated

Times and days of softball's TV games
have been updated on March 22. The
May 11 game, Senior Night, against
Oregon will now be at 5 p.m. The
updated TV schedule is on thesundev-
ils.com and was published March 22.
With the Pac-12 Network changes,
13 games will now be televised - ASU
added three Pac-12 Network games to
the original schedule.

Pac-12 Home Opener Vs. OSU
ASU's Pac-12 home opener against
Oregon State will be Thursday through
Saturday, with the series finale on the
Pac-12 Network at 2 p.m. It is the first
Pac-12 Network game for the softball
program.

ASU Shuts Down No. 12 UCLA
ASU took its seventh series ever
against the Bruins, 2-1. With a 5-4 win
on Sunday March 24, ASU improves to
3-3 against ranked teams in 2013.

Popescue Update

Mackenzie Popescue earned her first
career save on March 24 against No.
12 UCLA. With the win on March 23,
she also picked up her first victory over
a ranked opponent in 2013.

Escobedo Update

With her first conference win on March
24 against No. 12 UCLA, Escobedo
is now outright fifth all-time at ASU in
wins with 77.

Pac-12 Refresher

A refresher about the Sun Devils in

the Pac-12 last season, ASU finished
second in the final conference stand-
ings: 53-11, 18-4 Pac-12. ASU led the
Pac-12 in batting average, .325 and
was second to Conference Champion
Callifornia in pitching with a 2.84 ERA.

Parlich Pac-12 Player of the Week
Sam Parlich picked up her first confer-
ence weekly nod on March 19, being
named the Pac-12 Player of the Week.
She is ASU’s 76th honoree all-time
and fourth in 2013. Parlich hit .526 in
ASU's first road swing, went 4-for-4
against No. 15 Michigan and boosted
her career home run tally to 24 - tying
for 12th all-time at ASU in the cat-

egory.

National Ranking Pitchers

The duo of Mackenzie Popescue and
Dallas Escobedo is tops in the national
ranks. Popescue ranks fourth in the
nation with a 0.84 ERA and Escobedo
is fifth in strikeouts per seven innings
(11.8). In wins, Escobedo is fifth (15)
and Popescue is close behind at 15th
(13).

Wrapping Up Non-Conference
The Sun Devils made just one road trip



prior to Pac-12 Conference play. ASU
went 4-1 on the road at the Judi Gar-
man Classic, falling to No. 15 Michigan
5-4; just the second time ASU has
lost. ASU finishes non-conference play
29-2, 1-0 in away games (Cal State
Fullerton) and 25-1 at home.

Against Ranked Foe In 2013

ASU is 1-2 against ranked opponents
in 2013. ASU'’s 3-0 win against No.

9 Texas on March 14 is the first win
against a ranked team since beating
No. 12 Oregon, 3-1, in the WCWS on
May 31, 2012.

Popescue’s Hot Start

Mackenzie Popescue has tied her
career best for wins in a season at

the end of non-conference play (13-0,
2013; 13-3, 2011). In her shutout
against Cal State Fullerton she record-
ed a new single-game career record in
strikeouts with nine.

Parlich Goes For Four Vs. Michi-
gan

Sam Parlich went 4-for-4 against No.
15 Michigan on March 15, a career
single-game high for the senior. She is
one of three Sun Devils to get four hits
in a single game (Johnson, Caporus-
cio).

Big Hitting

ASU recorded 16 hits against Virginia
Tech on March 15. The most hits in
2013 for a single game was 17 against
Boise State on Feb. 10 in a 10-0 (6)
win.

Escobedo in Career Records

Dallas Escobedo is tied for fifth in
career wins with 76, tying Kirsten Voak
(1999-2002). Escobedo also has 740
strikeouts in her career, which ranks
fifth as well. She has had 10+ strikeout
games on nine occasions, for the past
three-straight games dating back to
No. 9 Texas on March 14.

Judi Garman Is ASU’s First Road
Test

The Sun Devils will play their first road
swing at the Judi Garman Classic in
Fullerton, Calif., Thursday through
Saturday. ASU began its season with
a 25-1 record at home. ASU will face
three ranked opponents, No. 9 Texas
representing the first ranked opponent
on the road this year.

Moving Up In The Top 25 Polls
Following a 4-0 weekend at its fourth
home tournament, ASU moved up to
No. 2 in both the ESPN and NFCA
polls. This also marked the first time in
2013 that the Sun Devils received first
place votes in the NFCA poll.

Ranking Nationally

ASU ranks third in the nation in batting
average (.370), first in slugging (.642),
second in homers (1.73/game) and
first in win percentage (.962). Coyle

is 14th nationally in batting average
(.478) and also ranks in the Top 25 in
four other categories (page 11). Mack-
enzie Popescue is 11-0 and is ninth in
the nation with her 0.94 ERA.

Myers Gets 400th Division | Win
Clint Myers got his 400th win at the
Division | level in game two against
Pittsburgh on March 9. He is the third
head coach in program history and
joins both of the former coaches in the
400-win club.

Johnson Named Pac-12 Player
oTW

Alix Johnson picked up her first career
Pac-12 weekly nod on March 5. She's
ASU’s 75th POW for the program, dat-
ing back to the conference inaugural
season in 1987. Over last week’s six
games, Johnson hit .750, had a 1.500
slugging percentage, scored 12 runs,
had nine hits and three homers.

Program Best Start

Softball rewrote the previous best start
of 19-0 in 2006, making it 21-0 as of
last Saturday, March 2, against North
Carolina.

Myers Looks For Win 400

Head coach Clint Myers is on his way
to picking up his 400th career win at
the Division | level, which is the same
amount of time since joining Arizona
State in 2006. Entering the Diamond
Devil Invitational, Myers has 398 wins
to his name.

No-No From Popescue

Mackenzie Popescue threw her second
career no-hitter on March 1 against
North Dakota in an 8-0 (5) win. Her
first no-hitter also came on March 1, of
2012 against Wichita State.

No-Hitting Pitching Staff

Softball's pitching staff now has two
no-hitters on the year. The first was a
combined effort by Dallas Escobedo
and Alexis Cooper on Feb. 10 against
Boise State. The second was on
March 1 by Popescue against North
Dakota.

Cooper and Makis To Pitch

Alexis Cooper made her first collegiate
start on March 1 against Binghamton,
a 9-1 (5) win. She is 1-0 on the year,
and has appeared three times in relief.
Jenna Makis made her first collegiate
appearance against Portland State on
Feb. 23. Since then, she has pitched
against North Dakota and East Caro-
lina to give ASU four active pitchers in
the circle.

A Girard Grand Slam

ASU has three grand slams thus far,
the most recent was Nikki Girard’s on
Feb. 28 against North Dakota. It was
her first home run and grand slam of
her career.

Five Home Runs Vs. North Dakota
The Sun Devils hit five home runs
against North Dakota on Feb. 28. This
is the first time ASU hit five or more
homers in a game since 2011, when
the record was first kept and ASU hit
four homers on four occasions and on
six occasions in 2012.

Clint Myers’ Win Percentage Im-
proves

In his six years at the Division | level,
and at ASU, Myers has a .814 win
percentage which now ties him with
the winningest active coach leader
Mike Candrea of Arizona. Myers was at
.812 last week and is charging forward
while on a 16-0 start for the year. My-
ers' win-loss percentage since 2006 is
third nationally behind Alabama (.852)
and Michigan (.824).

Another Home Tournament In
Tempe

ASU hosts North Dakota on Thursday
then will host its third of four-straight
home tournaments. The Wilson/De-
Marini Inviational begins March 1 at
Farrington Stadium.

ESPN Power Rankings Report

It is probably time to give Portland
State its due. The team that beat
Kentucky and held its own against
Stanford pushed Arizona State twice in



a four-game series in Tempe. The open-
ing win required 19 strikeouts in 12 in-
nings from Dallas Escobedo, while the
series finale required a walk-off hit from
freshman Jennifer Soria. That vulner-
ability makes Sunday s game against
Baylor the most compelling anywhere
in the nation if it s Escobedo against
Whitney Canion.

Pac-12 Weekend Update By ESPN
Arizona State was the only Pac-12
school that didn't participate in the
Mary Nutter Classic, and Cal, Oregon,
Oregon State, Stanford, UCLA, Utah
and Washington combined to go 31-
1-1 (Utah and Cal Poly were forced to
abandon a tie game Sunday because
of travel concerns). Including ASU’s
4-0 weekend, the Pac-12 was 35-1-1.

Going With Popescue

Mackenzie Popescue had three wins
over the series against Portland State
and is 7-0 on the year, which ties her
win record from 2012. She has 27
wins in her career. Popescue bailed out
Escobedo in the series closer, helping
the Sun Devils come from behind for a
4-3 walk-off win on Feb. 24.

High Scoring Victories

The 19-2 (5) win over Portland State
on Feb. 283 is the highest scoring game
for ASU since it beat Rutgers 19-0 (5)
on Feb. 19, 2010.

Going To The Bench

In game one of Feb. 23’s doubleheader
against Portland State, 22 Sun Devils
appeared in the 19-2 (5) mercy rule.
13 players scored, 10 had hits. Nikki
Girard led with three runs scored, Sam
Parlich had a team-best four RBI and
three hits.

Marathon Game

ASU took 12 innings to outlast Port-
land State 6-5 on Feb. 22. It was the
longest game by innings since March
30, 2008 when ASU beat Stanford
3-0 (13). It also marked the first extra
inning game in 2013.

Escobedo’s Complete 12.0 Inning
Win

Escobedo’s complete game of 12.0
innings is the longest outing of her
career - her previous was 8.0 innings
which she had pitched on three occa-
sions. Escobedo also beat her career
high in strikeouts, 19 in the outing, her

previous tally was 16 in seven innings
against Virginia Tech on March 12,
2011.

Four Hits For Caporuscio

Elizabeth Caporuscio rewrote her ca-
reer best in hits in a game, roping three
singles and one home run in six at-bats.

Program Best Start Update
Currently 12-0, ASU is hunting down
2007’'s 15-0 start. Best program start
was 2006, 19-0, in Clint Myers' first
year.

Drawing In the Crowds

Sunday’s crowd of 1,328 against Min-
nesota was the largest at Farrington
this season. ASU has had five games
so far with over 1K spectators.

Home Run Notes

ASU has put up multiple homers in
nine games thus far. They are currently
on a four-game multiple homer streak
dating back to Feb. 15 against Michi-
gan State.

The team has had two games with
three homers (Indiana and lllinois
State). Total, ASU has 21 homers on
the year (opponents have four) and
have home runs in 10 of 12 games.

Against Minnesota, ASU started eight
players in the lineup who had already
recorded a home run.

ASU had two grand slams in the fifth
inning against UIC, one from Coyle
and another from Aguirre. The last time
ASU had two grand slams in a single
innings was April 20, 2012 at home
against No. 16 Stanford.

Aguirre Is Lethal At the Plate
Freshman Katee Aguirre is lethal at the
plate. She has appeared as a pinch
hitter in three games, hitting a double
in her first collegiate at-bat (vs. Boise
State) and a grand slam in her third
(vs. UIC).

Scoring Early

ASU is known for scoring early and
holding a lead. Against Northern lowa,
it took ASU five innings to score, the
longest thus far.

Trailing An Opponent
For the first time this year, ASU was
not the first to score a run in a game

- falling behind 1-0 against Northern
lowa, Feb. 15. The Sun Devils came
back to win the game 5-3.

100 Appearances Goes To

Dallas Escobedo made her 100th
career appearance in a 8-0 shutout of
Minnesota on Feb. 17. The ace has 77
starts and is 69-11 in her time at ASU
with 10 saves. Also making her 100th
appearance on Sunday was Bailey
Wigness. The junior outfielder has
already surpassed her season stats
her freshman year (39 games) in hits,
doubles and at-bats.

Clint Myers Tracking Down #400
Myers has been at ASU and the Divi-
sion | level since 2006 (eight years).
He currently is 389-90 (.812) in that
time. Myers will be the third of three
ASU coaches to amass 400 wins:
Linda Wells, 15 years, 561-415. Mary
Littlewood, 19 years, 493-220.

Escobedo And Coyle Pac-12 POW
Dallas Escobedo earned her third ca-
reer Pac-12 weekly honor while junior
transfer Cheyenne Coyle picked up her
first Pac-12 award in her first weekend
with the Sun Devils. Escobedo went
4-0 over the weekend with a no hitter
against Boise State, 39 strikeouts in
24.2 innings pitched. She now ranks
sixth all-time at ASU in wins with 65.
Coyle hit a team and conference best
five homers over the weekend for a
474 batting average and 1.263 slug-
ging percentage. Her highlight reel
included going 3-for-3 with three runs,
two home runs and two RBI against
Indiana.

ASU in Pac-12 Weekly Awards

The Sun Devils now have 74 total stu-
dent-athletes who have earned a Pac-
12 Player of the Week nod dating back
to 1987. ASU'’s sweep of the award on
Tuesday Feb. 12 is the first time ASU
swept both pitcher and player awards
since April 26, 2011 and just the 11th
time ever to get both in a single week.

ASU leads the conference in win
percentage, as the only team to be
unbeaten, 7-0.

Looking At The Preseason
Arizona State softball will begin the
season with a preseason ranking of
No. 4 in both the NFCA/USA Today
poll and the ESPN.com/USA Softball
poll.

ASU starts where it left off at No. 4,
while the top five places from last
year's final ranking remained un-
changed. The Sun Devils finished
2012 with a 53-11 record. Since Clint
Myers has taken over the program in
2006, ASU has begun its season with
a preseason ranking in the Top 10 in
six out of the last eight years.
